LMF Ballot Question*
Do you favor a $9,750,000 bond issue to invest in land conservation and working waterfront preservation and to preserve state parks to be matched by $9,250,000 in federal and other funds?
* We won’t know the question number until later this summer. The election is November 2, 2010.
Components of Bond
$6,500,000
Traditional LMF funding (conservation, water access, farmland, wildlife habitat, outdoor recreation)

$1,000,000

LMF Farmland funding

$1,750,000

LMF Working Waterfront funding

   $500,000

Funds to preserve state parks and properties managed by the DOC
Differences from Previous LMF Bonds
1. Requires 1:1 match rather than a 1:2 match (2 being the state’s share of the grant).

2. Does not require 10% set asides for farmland and/or water access.  Probably an oversight by the legislators, not sure how the LMF Board will handle this.
Other Issues on the Ballot
1. $5 million bond for dental schools

2. Oxford County casino ballot initiative

3. Governor, 2 Congressional seats, state legislators, and county officials

We should expect 50%+ turnout.  In the past, LMF Bonds have been held during odd-year elections where the turnout is closer to 25-30%.

Next Steps
1. A political action committee (PAC) is being formed.  The PAC will raise money and spearhead a campaign that will include TV advertising and grassroots outreach.
